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If we look around we find many young people especially “teenagers”, indulging in such activities which are either not allowed in our religion, or not considered good in the society we live in. It may be a smaller issue for some people but I think that is the root cause of all such activities in which teenagers are involved in, that is smoking which is very injurious to health and leads to further diseases like cancer, heart diseases-mostly incurable.

There are almost 4-5 cabins on a single road. Teenagers mostly going or coming back from their schools and colleges stop at the cabins to buy cigarettes or bettlenuts (chalia), from which their parents are totally unaware. The ratio of smoking in teenagers has winged. Witnessing many small children smoking is very disheartening. This is a very serious issue as it is affecting the lives of our younger generation. This act of selling cigarettes, pan or chalia to youngsters should be banned.
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
